1. Use your favorite foundation piecing
techniques to stitch 4 of the ABC unit.
Trim and remove paper.

2. Stitch an ABC unit to Template E using a %4 seam allowance.

3. Stitch a second ABC unit to an
adjacent side of Template E. Be careful
to not stitch in the seam allowance.

4. Carefully pin and stitch the seam
between the two ABC units. It will be
easier to sew from the inside point to the
outside.

5. Continue in this manner until all 4 ABC units are sewn to
Template E.

6. Stitch Template D to the green/red

corners of your block.

7. Press well.
This block should measure 12 V2.

Alternate Method of Construction: You could choose to stitch all of the ABC units
together, and then add Template D to each of the 4 corners. Finally, appliqué the center
square (Template E) on top.
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
