To use templates, cut out 1 of A,
(top wings) and 1 of B (bottom
wings). Label 1 side of A “A” and flip
the template over and label the
other side “AR”.

Label 1 side of B “B” and flip the
template over and label the

other side “BR”. Trace 1 each of

A, AR, B, and BR onto paper side

of lightweight fusible web. Cut out
pieces around, but not ON the lines
and fuse to the wrong sides of

the previously prepared wing pieces.

Cut out on lines and fuse to the
background, tucking bottom wings
slightly under top ones and
overlapping top wings slightly in
the middle where they will be under
the body.

Trace template C (body) on fusible
and cut out and fuse to the wrong
side of the 2 1/2” x 7” rectangle. Cut
out on lines and fuse to block.

Machine stitch applique using narrow
zig zag stitch in coordinating threads
around all the pieces, starting with
bottom wings, then top wings, then
body.

Add detailed stitching within wings,
body and to create antennae if desired.
Repeat to create 5 additional butterfly
blocks, for a total of 6.
